Title: No Unsacred Places  

  

"There are no unsacred places...only sacred places and desecrated places."  

 

Likewise, no photographer takes refuge in a demilitarised zone, the safe darkness of 

unsacred places; instead each bravely treads on grounds, holy or otherwise to craft a 

personal statement within the space of an image.  

 

Whether it is the overt religious rituals in Tibetan monasteries; the evangelistic hope 

reflected in the radiant faces of Indian children or the political nuances of a Che Guevara 

bib in a Cuban barber shop, each carves his photographic niche and christened it sacred 

or desecrated.   

 

No subject is so ignoble as to be deemed unsacred; each saw the uncommon in the 

midst of the common and accordingly responded with reverent piety, irreverent humour 

or everything in between. The political, religious, social and private interweave with the 

rhythms of daily life.
